Want to change from Remote Learning to At-School Learning or vice versa?

When families chose between At-School Learning or Remote Learning at the start of the school year, we asked them to
remain with that choice for the first term. Term 1 ends on October 29 giving families the opportunity to change from
Remote Learning to At-School Learning or vice versa. The window of time to declare a change for Term 2 will be from
October 5 thru October 20. Your child’s school will send you an email a day or so before this window with a link for
declaring a change. You only need to submit the electronic form if you want to make a change from what you are
currently doing.
